Thankfully the City of Holdfast Bay, as well as other areas, have a proportion 

of their operational budget assigned to the cleaning of gross pollutant traps. 

Whilst these traps can help reduce litter getting into our waterways, 

avoidance and reduction are key steps to a cleaner and healthier 

environment.

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South Australia’s Single-use and Other Plastic Products (Waste Avoidance) 

Act 2020 is the first legislation of it’s kind in Australia and phases out 

challenging single-use plastics over time.  

Many of these plastics end up as litter and your findings show that it’s a huge 

environmental issue. You may have noticed that the current ‘Clean Up’ 

reports include questions about banned single-use plastics, as we are trying to 

ascertain the prevalence of banned items. It seems that there are still some in 

circulation and that they are easily littered. If you are aware of other single-

use plastics that should be considered in the next phase of the bans, now is 

the time to help shape the next steps.

If you are one of the many South Australians who visit the 

Riverland, please consider supporting them through simple actions like responsibly collecting litter. Water has dislodged and 

moved a lot of material, so now is an important time to stem the flow of litter dispersal. Doing this publicly in your day to day 

activities can show support for the environment and the broader community. We’re sure that we don’t need to tell you that 

every little bit counts!  

Litter management is not the only support we can show the Riverland right now. Fruit fly is again an issue in the area so please 

be mindful when travelling as you may inadvertently spread these damaging critters. Fruit fly risks local jobs and the local 

economy, as well as the quality of SA’s produce. You can choose different fruits/vegetables or process your food to stop the 

spread.

SAFETY SPOTLIGHT: Seasonal changes 

As the seasons cycle 

through, it’s a good 

reminder to keep an eye on 

the weather forecast. The 

earlier months of the year 

are times when road side 

vegetation can be long or 

dry and critters might be 

more active. It’s also timely 

to remind ourselves of the 

best times of day to be out 

and about, noting that 

activities are only permitted 

during clear, daylight hours. 

• Check the weather forecast when planning and just before completing a clean up activity. Check peak times for heat 

and UV to avoid these and stay safe. 

• Go prepared. This means checking the site conditions in advance to identify potential barriers and hazards, notifying 

others of your plan, packing appropriate snacks and water and wearing appropriate shoes, eyewear and clothing. 

Basic wrap around safety glasses are available by contacting KESAB. 

• Tune in to the environment around you. Listen for movement and check for tracks: this can help identify the presence 

of critters you may need to avoid.
